Occasionally there is someone who will ask, “Why do you need or want an historical
society?” There’s a beautiful song written in Deuteronomy 32 that answers this
. question. Here are a few verses.

“Read up on what happened before you were bom,
Dig into the past, understand your roots.

Ask your parents what it was like before you were bom;
Ask the old-ones, they'll tell you a thing or two.” (The Message)
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Linworth decided over a year ago that one of the best ways for the old-ones to tell
their stories was through pictures. Lining the walls and tables in the Heritage
Gathering Room at LUMC, also called ElImwood Station, are scores of pictures
telling what the Linworth area was like dating back into the 19th century.—log
cabins, circuit riders, Native Americans, church founders, railroads, stores, early

settlers.

Nathan Smith, Director of Youth Ministries at Linworth, wants the teens in the church
to see and hear these stories and get a feeling for
the rich heritage that is theirs. During the recent
Confirmation Class at LUMC, Nathan asked

inside Linworth’s old-timers when they
look at the memorial to Bill Moose. Jim
Thompson’s thoughts invariably turn to
stories told by his dad who eighty years
ago sat on Bill Moose’s knee and heard
exciting tales of adventure. It's probably
difficult for the teens to associate those
stories with the elderly Jim and Louise
Thompson who still find their
accustomed pews at LUMC.

What an opportunity the generations
have to learn from each other—the long
ago stories of the past impacting the
energy and vitality of the present.

So, what is there to be learned from
looking at a few pictures on a wall or
from visiting Bill Moose’s monument?
First, the stories of those early settlers
are filed with the importance of
sacrifice and dedication to God and to
just causes. Second, the stories of Bill
Moose emphasize the importance of
diversity and the love and warmth that
should permeate the Christian
community. Third, the stories of the
past show God’s care and leadership
which is as available to today's youth as
it was to their forebears. Deuteronomy
32’s song says it this way:

“He (God) was like an eagle
Hovering over its nest,
Overshadowing its young,
Then spreading its wings,
Lifting them into the air,
Teaching them to fly.

God alone led them.”

These hardy teens also built a
three hundred yard trail through the swamp
at the campground. Easy work?? No way!
There were one hundred tons of rocks to
break and carry in order to form the trail and
then mulch had to be added. As if these
projects weren’t enough, the teens cleaned
the camp’s maintenance area. We can be
proud of these Linworth youth who gave so
much muscle power in mission to others.
